WHAT IS NEW AT OASIS?  

1. On May 28, 2011, the OASIS WALK, RUN OR PLAY was held.  Runners, walkers and players came out to Brock-

ton Stadium despite the wet conditions. The 5KM race had the closest finish ever and the 10KM race was won 

by last year’s champion. All together participants were able to raise over $4,000 in much needed funds but less 

than 2010’s event.  The soccer game was rained out and contributed to the smaller amount of funds beings 

raised.

2. The Oasis Seniors Group had their June outing in High Park. The group of about 20 enjoyed the beauty of nature 

and the close knit relationships that have been established amongst them and the Oasis staff and volunteers. 

3. Oasis Church welcomed a group of five student interns from the USA who will spend 7-12 weeks in Toronto “on 

mission”. They have assisted with many activities including helping to lead the visit of another group of 12 peo-

ple visiting Toronto for one week from Calvary Baptist Church, Monticello, Illinois. 

4. Summer at Oasis means Kids Camps and good times! This year Oasis will hold two summer VBS/Soccer camps, 

one in July at Oasis and one in August in Parkdale. Three mission teams will visit Oasis to promote and then run 

these day camps. In 2010, over 60 children attended the camp. This year, Oasis expects over 100 children com-

bined to attend the camps.
